











Identifying Universal Joint

External Circlip Universal Joint

The most commonly used universal joint which is clearly identi able.
Beware that your clips may look different but they operate in the
same way.

External Circlip Universal Joint Cap Diameter —

Key Measurement ‘A’

With all universal joints, this measurement remains the same.
Measure the diameter of the Universal Joint cap from edge to edge
as pictured.

External Circlip Universal Joint Span —

Key Measurement “B”

Ensuring that the caps are pressed on rmly, take your Vernier
Caliper (or tape measure!) and measure the span from cap to cap.

Internal Circlip Universal Joint
Differing slightly from the External Circlip Universal Joint, this variety
comes with “half-moon” clips that sit in the cap.

Internal Circlip Universal Joint Cap Diameter —

Key Measurement ‘A’

The most commonly used universal joint which is clearly identi able.

Internal Circlip Universal Joint Span —

Key Measurement “C”

The main difference between measuring an External Circlip Univer
sal Joint and an Internal Circlip one is the span. The measurement
needs to be taken between the circlip grooves as pictured.

Identifying Centre Bearings

Centre Support Bearing
Note: yours may look different but the key measurements remain the
same!

Centre Support Bearing Diameter —

Key Measurement “D”

The rst measurement you take should be the diameter of the
bearing. As pictured, take the measurement of the bearing
hole diameter.

Centre Support Bearing Bolt Hole Centres —

Key Measurement “E”

The next measurement should be the hole centres where the
bearing bolts to the vehicle. Measure from centre-to-centre or
from near edge to far edge (as pictured) as accurately as you can.
